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BABE I (Japanese Studies I)

Subject of this course are the characteristics of Murakami
Harukis novels published during the 1980’ s. After close
readings of each of these novels students taking this
course will be responsible for presenting and discussing
different aspects of the authors’ works.

B AR I (Japanese StudiesII )

Subject of this course are important Japanese films which
represent different stages through which Japanese film
history has progressed. All readings will be in English,
by critics and scholars from Japan, North America, and
Europe. Class time will be devoted mostly to seminar—
style discussions.

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Advanced Academic Communication:
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To survey English language studies (English Linguistics),
which deals with (a) the nature of native speaker
knowledge of language, (b) how this knowledge is acquired
by children (language acquisition), and (c) how this
knowledge is used in actual contexts (language use).

To improve the ability to read books on linguistics in
English.
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We will cover a range of topics in Applied Linguistics, in
order to provide a background for students to select a

topic to pursue for their graduation paper the following
year.
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The purpose is to collect data, analyse it, interpret it in
the light of the literature, and explain it both orally and in
written form.
