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Concentrated solar power(CSP) can be
used to augment coal and gas-fired power
stations as society transitions to clean,
renewable energy, and to replace the fossil
fuel reliance of today’s heavy emitters.

In the longer term, stand-alone CSP plants
could provide 100 per cent clean,

‘ ' sustainable, and renewable baseload
power. It makes the future look much
brighter.
