The Niken Memorial Scholarship (NiMS) Award will have three categories:

1. The Niken Memorial Scholarship Award for Health Promotion (NiMS-HP) will 
be given to one Indonesian researcher with an award certificate and a sum of 
JPY40,000. 

2. The Niken Memorial Scholarship Award for Dental Materials, Magnetics, and 
Devices (NiMS-DM) will be given to one Indonesian or Japanese researcher 
with an award certificate and a sum of JPY30,000. 

 Eligibility Criteria (NiMS-HP & NiMS-DM):
 a. Be affiliated with dental schools at University of Gadjah Mada, University 

of Muhammadiyah Yogyakarta, Hang Tuah University, University of 
Islam Sultan Agung, University of Mahasaraswati Denpasar, Hasanuddin 
University, Udayana University, and Tokushima University.

 b. Provide a list of publications or research achievements. 
 c. Submit a completed NIMS-HP/DM application by September 15, 2023, 

directly to: omarodis@tokushima-u.ac.jp. 

3. The Niken Memorial Scholarship Award for International Exchange (NiMS-IE) will be awarded to 

Japanese and Indonesian undergraduate students with an award certificate. A sum of JPY60,000 will be 
divided among the winners. Each school must choose one representative by September 15, 2023.
